 - Speaks of an early death – 2 Samuel 18:32
 - Violent death – 2 Samuel 18:14-15
 - Undignified death – 2 Samuel 18:17

3. I possess ___________ (but) – Psalm 63:11 - But the king shall rejoice in God; all who swear by him shall exult, 

- In contrast to the losers above, King David will win and so will those with him.
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
