1. CONFIDENT ___________________ IN THE FACE OF THE INVISIBLE

11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 2  For by it the elders obtained a good testimony. 3  By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible 

2. COMPLETE ____________________ IN FACE OF INTANGIBLE 

11:8  By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going.9  By faith he made his home in the promised land like a stranger in a foreign country; he lived in tents, as did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs with him of the same promise. 10  For he was looking forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and builder is God.

3. COURAGEOUS _______________ IN FACE OF IMPOSSIBLE

11: 17  By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac as a sacrifice. He who had received the promises was about to sacrifice his one and only son, 18  even though God had said to him, "It is through Isaac that your offspring will be reckoned." 19  Abraham reasoned that God could raise the dead, and figuratively speaking, he did receive Isaac back from death.

11:24  By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh's daughter.25  He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a short time. 26  He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his reward. 27  By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the king's anger; he persevered because he saw him who is invisible.28 
4. CONSISTENT ________________________ IN FACE OF INTOLERABLE

12:2-3  Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 3  Consider him who endured such opposition from sinful men, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart.

IV. THE _________________ FOR FAITH  12:1-2

12:1  Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.
